livier-Christian Thon, ar-
rived today with an impres-
sive array of wines for us to 
enjoy and an encyclopae-

dic knowledge of wine making he was 
able to blend with personal anec-
dotes, interesting details and for most 
of us, some excellent samples. 

The first delicious pleasure was a 
2011 Le Grandiose, Cotes de Gas-
coigne, Sauvignon Blanc. 

Offering an intensive bouquet of 
gooseberry and lychee with grassy, 

lemony overtones, 
this was a fine start 
to a series of treats. 

Grandiose is the 
name for the series 
of top quality 
grapes selected 
and produced un-
der the watchful 
eye of growers in 
the South of 
France. At harvest 
time, two pickings 
are made, the early 
one gives fresh-
ness and the 
grassy aromas and 

the second, made when the grapes 
are more developed, adds the richer 
flavours and the smooth texture. 

Our second indulgence, was a 2011 
St Johannes Steinberg, Riesling 
Ausless. This wine offered a palate 
rich in peach and melon, finishing 
with an almond note. 

Known as the ‘Queen of Grapes’, 
Riesling is particularly aromatic and 
are more likely to be of flowers, 
honey, minerals, nuts and citrus 
fruits. The exact flavour depends ex-
actly on where it is grown. 

The third delicacy Olivier-Christian 
shared with us was a 2011 Burg 
Layer Schlosskapelle, Bacchus Spat-
lese with a rich bouquet of both 
grapefruit and peaches which he sug-
gested, would make it a great choice 
with spicy Thai food. 

The Bacchus is the result of the cross
-breeding of the grapes Silvaner, 
Riesling and Müller-Thurgau. With its 
high sugar and low acid, Bacchus can 
be made into luscious offerings when 
conditions permit. 

The final delicacy we enjoyed was a 
2011 Ludwig van Steiffen, Spätbur-
gunder, Auslese, which had a fresh 
elegant bouquet enlivened with a 
touch of red berries and spice.  

This grape, better known as ‘Pinot 
Noir’, is renowned as the ‘noble 
grape’ and is widely considered to 
produce some of the finest wines in 
the world. 

An excellent talk by a man who 
clearly both knows and loves his 
product, the quality of his wine and 
the depth of his knowledge made for 
a fascinating lunch and one many of 
us hope to see repeated.
