administra-
tive session 
and a noisy 

fellowship moment, DG Suchada 
rose to the occasion and charmed 
us with her wit while maintaining 
her sense of humor. 

Beginning with a few words 
about our average age, 59, and 
membership ‘profile’, she moved 
into a discussion of our newest 
Avenue of Service in Rotary, New 
Generation Service. 

While it is great we have age and 
experience, she mentioned, we 
need young people in clubs to en-
sure Rotary continues its wide 
range of community services well 
into the future. 

Moving to this year’s theme, Build-
ing Communities, Bridging Conti-
nents, she explained it was meant 
to reflect the need to continue 
supporting communities in which 
we live, but likewise to expend 
more energy building ties to clubs 
around the world. 

This year Rotary leadership is 
committed to three priorities: sup-
port and strengthen smaller clubs, 
focus on and increase humanitar-
ian services and enhance Rotary’s 
public image and awareness. 

Many clubs around the world are 
quite small, with a few in our dis-
trict as few as seven. ñHow can a 
club this size commit to commu-
nity service?ò she asked. In fact, 
she went on, ñ35 clubs in our dis-

trict have fewer than 20.ò 

In humanitarian services, Polio 
Plus was her key message and 
mentioned in passing that the 
dates for this Rotary year will be 
15 December and 19 January.  

The final priority, to enhance 
awareness, should be aimed at 
reminding those not involved in or 
benefiting from Rotary about our 

action-oriented service above self. 

Moving to this year’s theme, Big-
ger, Better, Bolder, she defined 
each one: bigger as in bigger 
clubs, better as in undertake all 
avenues of service and bolder as 
in step out of the box and look at 
new ideas and approaches.  

In bringing her talk to a close DG 
Suchada discussed Rotary objec-
tives and on-going programs: 1) 
disease prevention, 2) water and 
sanitation, 3) maternal and child 
health, 4) basic education and lit-
eracy, 5) economic and commer-
cial development and 6) peace 
and conflict prevention and resolu-
tion. 

An interesting overview of this 
year’s goals and objectives, DG 
Suchada is clearly devoted to Ro-
tary and what it can achieve in 
helping those in need. 

Concluding with one of PDG 
Praphan’s more amusing vote of 
thanks, the club offered DG 
Suchada our congratulations for 
her commitment and support 
throughout the remainder of her 
very busy Rotary year.
