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Father Giovanni was 
in today to talk about a 
project that started in 
2009, when RCBS, in 
partnership with Rotary 
Districts 2080 and 2060 
in Italy and the Camil-
lian Centre in Thailand, 
drew up plans for a pro-
ject to counter and con-
tain the impact and 
spread of HIV/AIDS in 
Phangnga and Ranong. 

Approved as a Matching Grant 
by RF in 2009 and started in 
January 2010, it will continue over 
three years, now in its third and 
final year and with a total cost of 
THB 5.7 million, it is one of, if not 
the, largest project we have un-
dertaken. 

To bring us up to date, Father 
Giovanni brought us into the pro-
ject, its objectives and its results. 

Set in Phannga and Ranong 
Provinces, the aim was threefold: 
1) to raise HIV/AIDS awareness 
among fishermen, schools and the 
community; 2) to provide HIV/

AIDS knowledge 
to Thai and mi-
grant workers and 
to create a better 
quality of life for 
youth leaders, 
fishery workers, 
local community; 
and 3) to promote 
communication 
activities to raise 
awareness of HIV/
AIDS prevention 

at all levels: individual, family and 
community. 

With an ambitious plan in place, 
Father Giovanni shared the levels 
of success his project has seen. 

Among his successes, he men-
tioned that local administration 
have responded to HIV/AIDS pre-
vention by including it in their stra-
tegic plan to address health pro-
motion in the community. 

Secondly, representative or core 
leaders of the community are now 
able to communicate HIV knowl-
edge to local residents. 

Finally, government agencies 
have taken concrete steps to help 
HIV/AIDS populations in various 
centers at which he has provided 
training and support. 

However, he did mention there 
had been problems, but although 
daunting, at least now they have 
been identified and in the future 
can be dealt with effectively. 

He added that Healthcare pro-
viders, doctor and nurses, now 
have the potential to provide HIV 
people with more information, 
skills and team development on 
HIV prevention enabling both Thai 
and migrant workers to access 
proper right and services in sev-
eral hospitals.  

Additionally, migrant workers 
and their children have been pro-
vided access to healthcare ser-
vices to heal TB and HIV. 

An interesting and informative 
talk, it is clear Father Giovanni, 
while professing otherwise, has 
become a knowledgeable leader 
in the grassroots fight against the 
scourge of HIV and Aids…
