Smile Trek: 5,000-mile trek to bring smiles to their faces

Years ago | interviewed a famous
Bangkok tailor who was quite sur-
prised by my initial question, “Do
you prefer people who know what
they are doing when the buy a
suit or not know what they are do-
ing?”

He replied that he preferred when
clients know what they want,
what to expect and what all this
means in terms of time, cost and
quality.

With this in mind, at our meeting
on 16 December, | was very im-
pressed with VJ’'s successful ef-
forts to teach us how to be better
consumers of the tailor-made in-
dustry in Bangkok, while carefully
balancing his entrepreneurial
spirit and avoided an actual pitch
- which | felt he did very well and
with a sense of humor even when
guestions led him close to sales.

Taking us into his world, he
shared five important secrets that
should help most of us.

First secret is fabric choice. Al-

most 90 percent of shops in
Bangkok carry substandard fab-
rics that claim to be Italian wools.

Most of the fabrics you see with

cashmere and wool written on the

selvedge does not have even 1%

wool and definitely 0% cashmere.

If it is cheap, it cannot be wool it
has to be polyester.

Second, the majority of the tailor
shops do not have any tailors.

They claim to be tailor shops but
are actually only fabric traders.
These people originally sell fab-
rics and when the demand arises
they outsource substandard tai-
lors with no formal training to
have your suit cut. You can usu-
ally find them tucked away in
sweatshops inside Bangkok side
streets. Usually uneducated,
more importantly, they have no
formal training in sewing.

Third, tailored suits can be com-
pared to a car. You get what you
pay for and not much more... No
matter how the salesman might
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try to convince you otherwise.

Fourth, when you see a tailor
making suits within 24 hours, it
will look cheap. You have to give
time for everything to be the way
it is intended and suits are no dif-
ferent... enjoy fittings, they will
make the difference.

Fifth, the commissions tailors pay
can be as high as 30 per cent,
which no businessman takes out
of his own pockets. You can be
sure It will be charged to you.
